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Air Force’s Only Sponsored Cowboy Protector To Work  ‘Daddy of ‘em All’

First Lieutenant Jeremy Sparks is the only Professional Rodeo Cowboys Association Bullfighter with endorsements by the U.S. Air Force’s.  He’s a four-year member of the PRCA and will be making his third appearance in the “Daddy of ‘em All” as an Air Force sponsored cowboy protector this year at Cheyenne Frontier Days.

The 27-year-old Sparks has been a rising star in the PRCA since 2000 when he was a front-runner at the 2000 National Finals Rodeo Binon’s Bullfight.  During his career, Sparks has performed in 25 states and in South Korea.  He has appeared in 100-plus promotional activities, news articles and interviews.  He is the only American bullfighter to earn a title in South Korea.  

Sparks is also a three-time Military World Finals Bullfighter.  “Jeremy Sparks is one of the best bullfighters in the business,” says World Champion Bullfighter Dwayne Hargo. 

“Cheyenne Frontier Days is the most prestigious annual event in rodeo,” said Sparks. “It’s an honor to have the opportunity to fight bulls here.”

Sparks has been fighting bulls since he was 14.  His trademark move is running full speed toward the bull and jumping right over his head.

During his career, Sparks has performed in more than 25 states. He has also appeared in a combined 100 promotional activities, news articles and television interviews.
