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UH-1N Helicopter
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Mission
 The UH-1N Huey is a light, utility Air Force helicopter primarily used for search and rescue operations but it can also be used for priority maintenance dispatch support, disaster response forces, medical evacuation and security surveillance of off-base movements of nuclear weapons convoys.  Other uses include airlift of missile support personnel, airborne cable inspections and distinguished visitor transport. The U.S. Navy and Marine Corps, and Canadian Armed Forces, also have the UH-1N. 

 Background 
 The UH-1N entered the Air Force inventory in 1970 to provide search and rescue capabilities. The missions expanded to include missile, distinguished visitor and survival school support. Some of the UH-1Fs supporting the missile wings were eventually replaced by the UH-1N due to the greater safety and capability offered by the twin engine. Manufactured by Bell Helicopter/Textron Inc., the UH-1N is the military version of the Bell 212.

 Features 
 A UH-1N crew is made up of a pilot and co-pilot, who sit side by side in the cockpit (but may be flown single-pilot depending on weather and mission requirements).  Depending on the mission, one flight engineer and one pararescue specialist can be added to the crew.

     Entrance to the passenger and cargo area of the UH-1N is through two sliding doors, one on each side of the aircraft.  The sliding doors permit items inside to be loaded straight through the cabin.  The helicopter can accommodate a maximum of 13 passengers.  However, the amount of fuel necessary for the mission can affect its passenger- and cargo-carrying capability.

     For medical evacuation and ambulance service, litter racks can be installed in the cabin to provide a place for six patients and one medical attendant.

     A hoist with 240 feet of cable can be used for rescue missions.  The ability to retrieve personnel without landing the helicopter has saved numerous lives.
