He is a magna cum laude graduate and a 3 time USAA All-American-Scholar. The USAF employees Sparks a missile combat crewmember where he operates the Minuteman III ICBM nuclear weapon system.

Sparks has been a rising star in the PRCA since 2000 when he was a front-runner at the 2000 National Finals Rodeo Binon’s Bullfight.  Jeremy Sparks is the USAF’s only PRCA Bullfighter, endorsed by the U.S. Capitol.  Sparks, 4-year member of the PRCA and has already been selected to perform at the world largest rodeo, Cheyenne Frontier Days.  In addition, Sparks is the only American bullfighter to earn a title in South Korea.  In 2002, Sparks earned the South Korea International Bullfight Festival title.  Sparks is also a 3 time Military World Finals Bullfigher.  “Jeremy Sparks is one of the best bullfighters in the business,” says World Champion Bullfighter Dwayne Hargo. 

During his career, Sparks has performed in 25 states and in South Korea.  He has appeared in 100+ promotional activities, news articles and interviews.  Currently Sparks endorses the USAF, Diamond Cut Jeans, Rama World, ProRodeo Marketing, Magnum Ropes and Bailey Hats who produce his own signature line of hats.
